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As we read the Scriptures we will come across many
passages that will amaze us, confound us, and cause us to
shake our head. Sadly, many believers move on in their
reading without considering why God wanted them to have
this information, leaving the questions to skeptics and the
answer to someone else.

God’s intention was for us to meditate on His Word,
consider each scene, and chew on each thought knowing that
it would reveal a consistent picture of who He is. The Angel
of the Lord in Joshua is one example.



A NOTE ON GOD’S CALL FOR
DESTRUCTION, REMEMBER...

. God’s stand against wickedness is consistent and requires
action.

. God alone is truly compassionate, not wanting the ritual
abuse of the innocent to continue unchecked.

. Only God knows the future fully and can judge the means
necessary for a remedy.
